
SEGA OPENS  
ADOPTION KENNEL 

   Realizing a long-held goal, GPA-Atlanta/Southeastern Greyhound Adoption 
opened its adoption kennel in early January. SEGA  has already hosted several 
groups of Greyhound "guests" there, all of whom gave the kennel their "four bark" 
rating. 

   The new kennel was made available through the generosity of Dr. Toby Carmi-
chael, SEGC member and one of the veterinarians for the SEGA adoption pro-
gram. Dr. Carmichael was building a new clinic, the Lake City Animal Hospital in 
Acworth, and had planned two "overflow" rooms in his boarding facility. He of-
fered SEGA the use of the runs in the rooms, along with an adjoining room for an 
office and adoption center. He proposed an arrangement that is part lease and 
part boarding agreement, and both the SEGA Advisory Board and the SEGC 
Board of Directors accepted his proposal last fall.  

   Under the agreement, SEGA has exclusive use of 10 of the 14 runs in the two 
rooms. Dr. Carmichael charges half of his regular boarding rate of $11 per night, 
or $5.50 per run per night. For this fee, the clinic provides daily cleaning of the 
runs, food, and morning and afternoon walks for the Greyhounds. SEGA volun-
teers give the Greyhounds one more walk in the evening. SEGA has 24-hour ac-
cess to the adoption kennel, and may use its area for any purpose -- showing 
Greyhounds to prospective adopters, finalizing adoptions, or holding meetings. 
An adjacent grooming room is available during clinic hours at no charge for bath-
ing new arrivals. All of the equipment in the adoption kennel is brand new, and it 
is of course heated, air conditioned and comes complete with piped-in music and 
night lights!  

    The $5.50 per night per run charge is incurred regardless of whether a 
particular run is occupied, so it behooves SEGA to keep the kennel fully occupied 
at all times.

   At its January meeting, 
the SEGA Advisory 
Board established a num-
ber of guidelines for op-
eration of the kennel. 
First, the Board affirmed 
the value of the foster 
home program, and set a 
goal of having each Grey-
hound that comes into 
the kennel go next to a 
foster home before being 
adopted. The Board rec-
ognized that that scenario 
may not always be possi-
ble when adoption appli-
cations come in at a fast 
pace, but expressed the 

Thus far, this has en-
abled SEGA to help more 
Greyhounds in a given 
period than ever before. 
In the event that it is nec-
essary to have more than 
10 Greyhounds in the 
kennel, the additional four 
runs are available at the 
regular rate of $11 per 
night. If  any of the 10 
SEGA runs are not occu-
pied and the clinic has 
overflow boarding needs, 
the SEGA runs may be 
used for this purpose, 
and a credit will be given 
SEGA for the use of its 
runs. Likewise, SEGA 
may use any of its unoc-
cupied runs for boarding 
member volunteers’ 
Greyhounds, and can 
keep the proceeds of that 
boarding. Lastly, the en-
tire arrangement can be 
terminated by either party 
without penalty.  

   "Doing the math" un-
derlying the kennel ar-
rangement underscores 
the need for a continuing 
and increased emphasis 
on fund raising. Even un-
der the "sweetheart" ar-
rangement extended to 
SEGA by Dr. Carmichael, 
the kennel operation will 
cost SEGA $1,650 per 
month. Adoption fees -- 
recently raised to $225 by 
the Advisory Board -- 
cover almost exclusively 
the cost of normal initial 
v e t e r i n a r y  c a r e 
(neuter/spay, teeth clean-
ing, shots and heartworm 
test) and the collar, lead 
and muzzle each Grey-
hound goes to its new 
home with, so the funds 
for operation of the ken-
nel must necessarily 
come from fund raising 
efforts. Those wanting to 
help with fund raising 
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desire to have such a 
model as the overall goal 
of dovetailing the kennel 
and foster home opera-
tions. If you can foster 
home a new Greyhound, 
please contact Foster 
Committee chairman Joy 
Riley at 770-732-1607 or 
joysgreyts@hotmail.com. 

   Second, the Board de-
cided that meets-and-
greets should remain the 
primary vehicle by which 
prospective adopters can 
meet Greyhounds and 
learn all about Grey-
hounds as pets.  Be-
cause finalizing multiple 
adoptions at meets-and-
greets can make things a 
bit chaotic, it was decided 
that most adoptions 
should be finalized either 
at the kennel or at the 
foster homes depending 
on where the adoptable 
Greyhound is residing at 
the time.      

   SEGA has already begun receiving generous "in kind" gifts 
to equip the new kennel and make it more comfortable and 
welcoming, both to people and Greyhounds. Roger Carol 
Thellen have donated a new desk, chairs, filing cabinet, 
stainless steel full size Greyhound statue, display case for 
items and goods sold through the SEGA Boutique, and other 
office items. Michael and Carole Wilds donated a comfortable 
reclining chair. Johnson City Bedding Company of Johnson 
City, Tennessee donated custom-made vinyl mats for the 
runs. The "Parker Collection" has made a long-term loan of 
framed Greyhound art prints for the walls in the office.

A “Romp” in the Park

   Greyhounds and their owners love to romp, but what 
is a romp?  And should you try it? 

   Most romps are informal play gatherings held on 
football or soccer fields on Sunday mornings. The 
main purpose is to let the hounds stretch out and have 
some fun.  There are a couple of regular groups every 
weekend.  The club even does one or two a year down 
on John Parker’s horse farm.  Weekend romps may be 
as small a handful of dogs or as large as a dozen or 
more. 

   What fun!  All those Greys running and playing.  
What could be better?   That is, as long as nobody 
gets hurt.   

   Romps can be some of the best fun you will have, or 
one of the worst experiences of your life.  Exercising a 
little caution and a lot of common sense will help en-
sure you and your hounds stay on the fun side of 
things. 

Rules of the romp: 

1. Only use fields that are 100% fenced with no open 
exits.  Greys will search for and find openings even a 
few inches wide. 

2. Post human guards at each gate or opening.  
Even if it is fenced, non-greyhound people will not 
think twice about opening a gate to go in.  We wit-
nessed this at a romp in Alpharetta just a couple of 
months ago.  A soccer player opened the gate and 
three Greys were out and running up the road in a 
heart beat. 

3. Never let your Greys romp on a field where other 
humans are playing or walking (this includes you).  
Your Greys run at excessive speeds and they don’t 
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pay much attention to where they are going.  They can 
easily run into a human and cause serious injury.   

4. Never let more than 3 or 4 Greys loose on the field at 
one time.  This is the tough one.  Owners love to see a 
group of dogs running like a pack.  You are taking a seri-
ous risk:   

• Too many dogs result in dogs running in multiple di-
rections.  They will collide, and one or more will be perma-
nently injured (as happened to my Adam).    

• Remember they are competitive by nature.  If they 
can’t beat the dog next to them they may start a fight with 
him.  Your sweet little Grey can turn into a tough street 
fighter to get a win. The more dogs, the more risk.   

5.   Always, but always muzzle every Grey on the field.  It 
is not mean.  It is safe.  I have seen serious unintended 
injuries where one dog’s tooth caught another dog by acci-
dent.  The result can be torn muscles and dozens of 
stitches.  Use muzzles. 

6.   If a dog gets injured, run to him as fast as you can.  
Don’t walk, don’t wait. Run!   Remember, dogs are pack 
animals.  They attack the weak and injured even with muz-
zles on.  It only takes a few seconds to go from a simple 
broken leg to massive injuries. It is highly unlikely you will 
be attacked or get injured as you protect the injured dog. 

   Don’t take this advice lightly.  It comes from personal 
experience and years of pain that resulted from my first 
romp.  Too many dogs and 15 seconds was all it took to 
break Adam’s back in a head on collision that has caused 
years of pain, rehabilitation, and thousands of dollars in 
vet bills. 

   Adam is still with us, though he has never been able to 
run again.  I still go to romps with my other Greys, but I 
exercise caution and common sense.  I resist the urge to 
go with the crowd when they cross the safety line.  I think 
through what is happening in front of me.  I think safely for 
my dog since he can’t do it for himself. 

 

   Don’t learn the hard way.  Learn from someone who did.

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The Canine Good Citizen Test

   The Canine Good Citizen 

(CGC) Test is a fun and bene-

ficial certification program 

giving dogs and their owners 

a chance to demonstrate ba-

sic obedience and manners in 

everyday situations.  In addi-

tion, dogs that have passed 

the CGC Test are more read-

ily accepted for therapy work 

in hospitals and nursing 

homes.  The test, endorsed by 

American Kennel Club (AKC), 

is open to all dogs, both mixed 

breeds and purebreds.  This 

spring SEGC will offer the 

CGC Test to greyhounds, so I 

would like to encourage you to 

start practicing now. 

   First off, the test is very 

relaxed.  Show ring perfection 

and precision are not re-

quired. Talking to and praising 

the dog throughout the test is 

acceptable, but you cannot 

use treats.

(Jennifer Twillmann)  

 

 

mands can be repeated.  The 

focus is control and presence.  

The test evaluates if your dog 

is both safe and a pleasure to 

be around.  Below I will de-

scribe each test and hopefully 

inspire you to start practicing 

now.  The test may or may not 

flow in the following order.  

1. Accepting a friendly 
stranger – The evaluator will 
approach, introduce him or 
herself, and shake hands with 
you.  The dog may either sit or 

stand quietly at your side. 

2. Sitting politely for pet-
ting – The evaluator will pet 
the dog’s head and body while 
the dog sits quietly.  The dog 
is allowed to stand and re-
spond in a friendly manner 
once the petting begins.   

3.     A p p e a r a n c e  a n d  

grooming – The evaluator will 

softly brush the dog, pick up 

each front foot, and gently 

examine the ears. The dog is 

not required to maintain a 

particular position.

Here comes Rusty ! 

4.   Walking through a crowd – You and the dog will closely pass 3 or more people.  

5.   Reaction to another dog – You and the dog will be approached by another handler and a well-behaved dog. 
You and the handler will shake hands and then continue moving in opposite directions.   

6.   Reaction to distractions – You and the dog will be presented with two distractions, one visual and one sound.  
For example, a visual distraction can include a person in a wheelchair, with crutches, or riding a bike.  A sound dis-
traction can be the dropping of a large book, chair being knocked over, or shaking a steel bucket full of chains. 

7.  Supervised separation – The dog is left with an evaluator and you move out of sight for 3 minutes.  The evalua-
tor will hold your dog’s leash, but otherwise will not interact with your dog.  The dog may show mild agitation, but 
must remain calm and not continuously vocalize.   

8.  Walking on a loose leash - You will walk the dog in asset pattern including a left turn, right turn, halt, and an 
about turn on loose leash.  You must be able gently guide your dog along the plotted course without the dog pulling 
heavily on the leash.

Dear Rusty – What are some common household hazards that could hurt my Grey? 

Dear Grey Parent – You humans can not even think for yourself!  It is right in front of your face: 
the paper shredder in your home office.  Not everybody has one, but those who do had better 
watch out.  Your Grey’s tongue can easily trigger the automatic paper feeder that pulls the paper 
through the shredder.  The tongue is destroyed.  It has happened before and it will happen again.  
Unplug your shredder or make sure the setting is NOT on auto.  And do it fast. 
 

Dear Rusty – I want to get my Grey a retractable leash so he can stretch out 20 feet or so on our walks.  Why did the people 
at the adoption group tell me not to use one? 

Dear Grey Parent – HUMANS! When your Grey sees a RABBIT (or Cat) he can accelerate so fast in just 20 feet that one of 
several things is going to happen when he reaches the end of the leash: (1) he rips the lead out of your hand and he catches the 
poor little rabbit L; (2) you hold on tight and he pulls you to the ground or yanks your shoulder out of place J; (3) or he breaks 
his neck from the sudden snap of the lead L; he yanks the big plastic handle out of your hand and the sound of it hitting the 
ground scares him so much he takes off running scared.  HUMANS, DO NOT USE A RETRACTABLE LEAD!!!!! 

 

Rusty’s Carrot Tip of the Month 

If your hound eats something that could hurt him, call the National Animal Poison Control Center at 1-888-426-4435 (open 
24 hours) immediately (fast, fast, fast). Depending on what he ate, they may tell you to get him to the vet ASAP, or they may 
tell you to induce vomiting.  Some things cause additional damage when they vomit (certain cleaners), so don’t assume. Call the 
center.   

 

You can force the dog to vomit by pouring a small amount of hydrogen peroxide down the throat.  OK, it sounds terrible, and 
it should.  That is why the dog will vomit.   You can also try salt, or salt paste, if you don’t use hydrogen peroxide.  And of 
course, take your dog to the vet immediately after you have forced them to vomit.
